The food prices eased but RBI gave indications of tightening policy for the markets. Shiv Sena managed
to create a ruckus over SRK’s “My name is KHAN” which ultimately ended up in a positive public
response for the movie. Telangana issue continued to simmer with the panel said that it would consider

united AP as a response to which TRS MLA’s quit. At least 8 people were killed and 33 injured in a bomb blast
in a German bakery, Pune. The government in the meantime allowed the return of Kashmiris who had ventured
into PoK only if they were ready to give up their militancy. The Red rebels continued their activities as they blew
up tracks in Bihar to paralyze trains, killed a labor contractor in Sundergarh and gunned down 11 people, set the
houses ablaze and kidnapped about a dozen people in a remote village in Bihar. Meanwhile a truce offer by
Maoists was turned down by the government asked the red rebels to abjure violence before any talks.IPL finally
kicked off with a gala opening ceremony adorned with extensive fireworks and explosive performances which
included stars like Deepika Padukone. The IPL scheduled had undergone a change as the Telengana issue
continued to act as a threat to the matches. As a result of these internal conflicts all the matches were moved out
of the state. In the meantime, Cuttack got lucky as it got a chance to host two matches scheduled on 19th and 21st

of March both of which will see Deccan Chargers in action. The Centre denied influencing IPL against Pakistan.
Another issue that has been in the headlines is the BT-brinjal issue. The proposed plan of introduction has met
with stiff resistance from farmers, 11 state governments and green activists. The Indian hockey team after getting
off to a flyer against arch rivals Pakistan failed the hopes of the fans again as it crashed out of the World Cup
being held in India. Seventeen soldiers lost their lives as an Avalanche slammed into a group of 70 combat troops
in  a training camp at high altitudes. Iran continued its plan of a major nuke expansion. In a major defense deal,
Us okayed Howitzers for India in a $647-million deal for 145 guns in a first major purchase since the BOFORS
scandal came to light. Pranab Mukherjee widened tax slabs, began stimulus rollback boosts social spend and
gave a reason for the markets to cheer. In the railway budget-passengers were spared a fare hike, freight rates
were lowered for some essential items and 54 new trains were announced for the 2010-11 session. Naveen
Pattnaik called the budget a s disappointing. The budget allocated a fund of Rs. 31, 300cr for primary education.
It was the master blaster all the way when he achieved a record feat of the first double ton in ODI’s. he surpassed
Saeed Anwar’s record of 194 by scoring 201* against South Africa. Ace painter M.F Husain was conferred
nationality by Qatar. He had been facing resistance from the right wing and Hindu groups and spending a life
hopping between Dubai and London. Another scandal rocked the state with sexual abuse reports from
Sevashrams. The political fraternity remained divided over the proposed Women’s Bill which seeks a reservation
of seats in the assembly where Lalu and Mulayam singh were the ones spearheading the agitation against the bill.
In another incident 65 people were killed in a temple stampede in UP. In the Oscars, it was The Hur t Locker
managed to push past movies like Avatar and other popular movies.

And in yet another encouraging decision the HC granted the permission of permanent commission to women
