he chilly month of December was marked with the historic visit of the French President Nicolas

Sarkozy along with his glamorous wife Carla Bruni to India. During this visit, several bilateral economic

deals were signed along with discussions on various measures to suppress global terrorism. In another significant
visit, Chinese premier, Wen Jiabao, pressed on with his charm offensive offered support for India’s bid for a greater role in
UN, and agreed on 100 billion dollar trade target by 2015. India’s rise as global power was marked with India and Germany
being offered the non-permanent seats in the UN secretary council. Adding more fire to the ongoing political upheaval in the
country, Salman Taseer, the governor of Pakistan’s key Punjab province and one of the most flamboyant politicians in the
country was shot dead in Islamabad by his own bodyguard for describing the ‘blasphemy law as a black law’. In another case
of surmounting nuclear activities in the world, secretive North Korea boasted its advance in nuclear program revealing the
country’s uranium enrichment policies, thus giving a second row to make a nuclear bomb. With an aim to curb the present
environmental crisis, UN climate conference reached a compromise deal to set up a 100 billion dollar Green Fund to fight
global warming; but there was no agreement on extending the landmark Kyoto Protocol on emissions cut beyond 2012. On
the national forefront, the Congress govt. came under the hammer once again with the opposition demanding for a Joint
Parliamentary Committee (JPC) probe into the 2G spectrum scam which resulted in a pandemonium thereby jeopardizing
the general working hours in the parliament. In another event of irregularity, the corporate lobbyist, Nira Radia, came under
the CBI scanner after Ratan Tata’'s allegation over the leaked conversation of his with the lobbyist about the 2G spectrum
distribution. Scams now being a part and parcel of India’s political scenario, the former Chief Secretary of UP Neera Yadav
and Flex industries owner Ashok Chaturvedi were sentenced to 4 years of imprisonment after being found guilty in land
allocation case in Noida. The long drawn Krishna water dispute was resolved with maximum share of water being allocated
to Andhra Pradesh, while enhancing the share of Karnataka & Maharashtra. Amongst growing political fire in Telengana
issue, the Sri Krishna Committee came up with six options with four of them being turned out to be unrealistic, thereby
leaving only two with former suggesting to keep Andhra Pradesh united with more powers for Telengana while later being the
creation of a separate Telengana state. In order to strengthen the ammunition power, India added 2 more long range cruise
missiles, Brahmos and Prithvi-2 along with Tejas , India’s first indigenously developed fighter aircraft to it's kitty. With growing
attention for Indian music, a young Tabla player Sandeep Das was nominated for the prestigious Grammy Award for best
classical crossover album. The red rebels continued with their heinous activities in the state by bursting a landmine that
killed 5 persons going in an ambulance in the Kandhamal district. Judiciary showed it's might and happiness blossomed
over the faces of judo coach, Biranchi Das family members , when a 1% track court sentenced the gangster Raja Acharya and
his accomplice Chagala to life imprisonment for the murder of judo expert who coached child marathon prodigy Budhia
Singh. In a case of raging revenge, an elderly couple who alleged of being tortured by their son & daughter-in-law, set ablaze
the house in which they were residing leading to the death of their son & 4 engineering students, in Rourkela. To substantiate
the idea of youth playing a major role in creating the future India, the charismatic youth leader, Rahul Gandhi came on a visit
to the state to meet the student fraternity & to discuss the various aspects of youth participating in national politics. Moving to
the world of crests & troughs, India’s automobile giant, Hero Honda is set to don pure Indian colours with Munjal family
buying out 26% stake of the foreign partner Honda in the joint venture thereby getting full control and becoming India’s
biggest two wheeler company. Jindal steel reached a new peak of glory by acquiring a major stake in Ispat industries and
thus becoming India’s largest private sector steel maker in terms of production capacity US based iGATE led consortium
clinched a deal to buy nearly 63% stake in India’s sixth largest IT firm Patni Computer for about 921 million dollar after
several round of negotiations. Moving to the sports arena, the men in blue clean washed the kiwis in the one day series
thereby taking the appropriate revenge of their seven year old crushing defeat in New Zealand. Dhoni & co. returned with a
dazzler in the 2"test at Durban to level the series in the 3 match test series in South Africa. Moving to the don of a new era,
Sachin Tendulkar, reached his 50" test century at the ground aptly called as Centurion, thus setting the envious record of
becoming the 1% batsman to reach the figure of 50 centuries in test cricket. In another battle of pride & honour between the
two old rivals England & Australia, the English team managed to reduce the Aussies to ashes by defeating them in their
country in the vibrant Ashes test series. The much hyped cricket event, IPL-4, began with fresh bidding of players with two new
teams being introduced, but much to the disappointment, two big names-the Prince of Kolkata, Sourav Ganguly, & legend
Brian Lara were left unbidden for the upcoming season. India’s ace shuttler, Saina Nehwal brought more laurels to the
country by winning the Hong Kong open Badminton Super Series.
